A sports
fanatic, Robert was a diehard fan of the New York Yankees and the Oklahoma Sooners. He would
spend time in his retirement years watching sports on TV. If there were no live sports on
television, he would watch reruns on ESPN Classic. Robert also devoted his time to taking care of
his son Bryan, who was disabled.
